Findings of the Parent and Community Survey
How it directly impacts MEF'’s fundraising goals

Respondents checked and ranked the top 3 programs that MEF should prioritize for funding
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The survey clearly shows that the first priority was to keep class sizes a small as
possible. That is why MEF plans to allocate 73% of March Donation Drive funds
to that item. The second clear priority was music. The district asked MEF to help
fund After-School Sports and the survey results shows strong support for athletics
at the Middle School.

As a way to reduce cost and still provide physical educationsn MEFOs
fundraising goal includes teacher training in PE to build a robust progrararfor o
students at less cost. Currently the program-#iK provided by Rhthym and
Moves consultants at a cost of $294,500 to the District.

MEF is not raising funds for Librarians and Performing Arts, as the District has
prioritized to support them throughe Parcel Tax revenues at this time.

In recognition of the importance of technology in education, MEF is forming a
technology group that will seek grants and financial support from local technology
companies. We will write more about this technologyugrin the future and invite
any interested parents and community members to help with this undertaking.
